2011 ACCEA Clinical Excellence Awards
 
Submissions for the 2011 round of ACCEA are now imminent.  In addition to any direct submission to the ACCEA, you may also wish to consider enlisting the support of The Vascular Society. 
 
As a professional organisation we are allowed to support candidates in proportion to the size of our membership.  Although the online application does not have to be submitted to the ACCEA until Friday 10th December the supporting Societies have to submit their ranking list to the ASGBI and RCS by early September.   The deadline is so that the Society’s Awards Committee can consider your application citation in time to send it on to the ASGBI and RCS Awards Committee, who consider nominations from all of the associated Specialty Associations. The ASGBI in turn has a deadline to send their recommendations to the Royal College, who consider nominations from all the surgical specialties. While we can, and do, send citations on any late submissions directly to the ACCEA, such submissions will miss the above process for influencing a College citation.  

The Society’s Awards Committee therefore needs to receive your ACCEA application by Monday 23rd August 2010.  We are hopeful that the results of the 2010 awards allocation will be available from the beginning of August.  You will need to submit your application to the VS on the forms provided by ACCEA, which are available on the Society website.  You should also submit a copy of your form separately to the ASGBI and to the RCS(Eng) (Deadline dates 23rd  August) for consideration by their Awards Committees.

The Vascular Society Awards Committee is chaired by Professor Cliff Shearman, President, and includes Mr Jonothan Earnshaw, Honorary Secretary, Mr Michael Wyatt, Honorary Secretary Elect, Mr Peter Lamont, President Elect, Professor Ross Naylor, Vice-President Elect, a non-award holder and a lay representative, according to direct recommendations from the ACCEA.  Each domain will be scored by each member and the accumulated scores will be used as a basis to rank the Society’s nominees, who will be nominated directly to the ACCEA with a citation from the Society. The ranked list will also be sent to the ASGBI Awards Committee and the RCS(Eng). 

 
As ever with this process there are far greater numbers of outstanding candidates compared with the number of awards that can be given.  Please be patient, as the more able candidates invariably get their rewards in due course.

ADDITIONAL GUIDANCE
For your information:

Bronze and Silver applicants may choose to submit one of the supplementary options in Research, Teaching/Training and Management.

Gold applicants may choose to submit up to two.

If a candidate chooses to submit a supplementary option with his or her application, the corresponding domain on the main application form must be left blank.

You do not need to attach an employer’s citation at this stage.

You are unlikely to get an award within the first 10 years of appointment as a Consultant
2.
You are unlikely to achieve a higher award without the full support of the Chief Executive of your Trust. In addition you should have already obtained 5 or 6 local awards.
3.
You are unlikely to receive a higher national award within 5 years of your present national award.
4.
The Vascular Society will wish to support those who have contributed significantly to the success of the organisation, as well as those who have demonstrated exceptional work in research and teaching at national level.
