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Nominations for Membership of Council

There will be three vacancies on Council in
November this year, due to the completion of the
terms of office of Mr Geoff Gilling-Smith, Mr
Prakash Madhavan and Professor Ross Naylor. A
nomination form is enclosed which should be
returned to the Secretariat by Tuesday 1st
September 2009.

Members elected to Council become Trustees of
the Charity, and have a responsibility to act in
accordance with Charity Commission regulations
in achieving the Society’s objectives:

- To take part in formulating and regularly
reviewing the strategic aims of the organisation

- To ensure that the policy and practices of the
organisation are in keeping with its aims

+ To ensure that the organisation functions within
the legal and financial requirements of a
charitable organisation and strives to achieve
best practice.

The Vascular Society is legally responsible for the
operation of the fundraising activities of the Circulation
Foundation and Council members are therefore
encouraged to take an active interest in supporting the
aims and objectives of the Circulation Foundation.

The Council meet four times a year - February, May,
September and November, and Council Members are
generally asked to serve on the Society’s working
committees - Audit and Research, and Training and
Education. Council also meet with the Vascular Advisory
Committee twice a year.

Clinical Excellence Awards

Any member in England and Wales wishing to be
considered for nomination by the Society’s
Clinical Excellence Award Committee for a
national award needs to submit a copy of

their ACCEA form to Jeanette Robey by

Monday 17th August.

It really is vital that you get your form to us by this
deadline to get the full value from the citation.
You do not need to attach an employer’s citation.
The deadline is so that the Committee can
consider your application in time to send it on to
the ASGBI and RCS (Eng) Awards Committees,
who consider nominations from all of the
associated specialty associations. You should
also submit a copy of your form separately to the
RCS (Eng) and to the ASGBI for consideration by
their Awards Committees (their deadline date is
21st August).

The Society’s Awards Committee comprises the
President, President-Elect, the Vice-President and

the Honorary Secretary. It will also include a non-
national award holder from Council who is not
applying for an award this year (tba) and a
knowledgeable lay member, according to direct
recommendations from the ACCEA. Each domain
will be scored by each member and the
accumulated scores will be used as a basis to
rank the Society’s nominees, who will be notified
directly to ACCEA with a citation from the Society.
The ranked list will also be sent to the ASGBI
awards committee.

The actual submission to the ACCEA is

done via their on-line system (see
www.dh.gov.uk/ab/ACCEA). The deadline for
direct submission is Friday 11th December.

Scotland and Northern Ireland do operate
consultant reward schemes, unconnected to the
ACCEA, and the Society is able to support
candidates in a similar way, so please let us know
if you intend to submit an application.
